(I'd never heard of it) of the Holy Bible - Holman Christian Standard Bible. We (almost daily) pull out

our NIV or The Message to compare wording. The messages are written by teen boys (13-19) who

appear to have a strong Christian upbringing and write of good values and thoughts to contemplate.

We are fairly new to christianity - only 5 years - so it's refreshing to see a different thought process

than that of the world from a young adults point of view.
