Probably the hardest books to review are those that have the potential to be the very best and just
don’t make the grade. The authors have impressive backgrounds in the subject. The "For Dummies"
series offers the potential for superior editorial guidance. Yet | felt that this book fell substantially
short. Although many subjects were covered in depth the book consistently left me wondering
"where’s the beef?" For example many topics were often covered in just a perfunctory way leaving
me thinking "I need more information on this subject just to begin the subject." Two examples of this
are the coverage of downloading software off the WWW and ICQ. What if the authors would have
not told their continual little cutsey jokes and puns and supplied more information? What if the
publisher had not left so much unprinted space on each page and supplied more text? Perhaps then

they would have delivered a superior book. As it is it is just mediocre.
