charismatic debate. He provides the reader with credible alternative to the dry, dusty, doctrinal



approach of Hanegraaff.For those who could not care less about the theological debate and just
want to learn more about the tongues phenomena, this book is for you, Hayfords solid exegesis
may give you a new perspective on tongues. This book would be a thoughtful addition to any
