This is a good book for older children or as a supplement for science in the water cycle. It could be

used in World Cultures or Sociology class to illustrate the connectedness to all of life on the earth

because of our reliance on water. The illustrations are vivid and interesting. I found it insightful for

myself and the number of uses it could have in the educational system is only limited to the

teacher's imagination.

Not only do I keep a copy for myself, but I gave this book to two of my nieces. I work in the

environmental industry and this is a well researched book that is written well. It is an excellent tool

for teaching children about the earth, and specfically water. A resource we are all so dependent on!

This book does a wonderful job of describing the science of the water cycle in an accessible and

accurate way. My six-year-old daughter and I read this book together and she was fascinated, and

still talks about the book. She instantly became more water-conscious (she turns the water off as

soon as she wets her hands while washing them, and then turns it back on only when she's ready to

rinse). If your local library doesn't have this book, suggest it to them! It would be a great addition to

a teacher's classroom, anywhere from grades K-4. And of course, a good book for a child's "home

library" as well. We discovered this book via our local library.

This book is really suitable for children to understand more about water existing on earth, so that

they will be more careful to use and reuse water for their everyday life, for sustainability of earth

living beings through generations
